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General  Operations Manual

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1PURPOSE:

The intent of this General Order is to reduce preventable accidents from occurring during off-road,  4x4 operations.

DEFINITIONS:
Off-road: Anytime off paved or off major graded roads.  Off-road use may include operations on double track roads with rough surfaces, in sandy/dusty environments, on steep grades or quick changes in grade or slope, areas with no road where apparatus is driven over brush, rocks and debris.

RESPONSIBILITY:
All personnel shall be familiar and comply with this procedure.

PROCEDURE:
Whenever a Reno Fire Department apparatus is taken off-road, for whatever the reason, the apparatus shall be placed in four wheel drive, if so equipped.  If the apparatus will be operating off-road  in areas with steep grades or quick changes in grade or slope the transfer case shall be placed  in low gear.  The apparatus Captain and/or Operator (if apparatus has no Captain) shall have the discretion to use the low or high gear, in the transfer case, depending on terrain.  However, the apparatus must remain in four wheel drive at all times when off-road.
