
PURPOSE:
To insure the safety of  all Reno Fire Department personnel while they are in operation of fire department vehicles.

RESPONSIBILITY:
All personnel shall be familiar with and comply with this procedure.

DEFINITIONS:

Fire Department Vehicles:  Those vehicles driven by Fire Prevention, Safety/Training, Administration and certain firefighting personnel.  These vehicles include service pick-ups, service cars, command vehicles, Air 1 and River 1.

Approved:  Approved, within the context of this document, shall refer to those fire department vehicles agreed upon by the Joint Safety Committee.

PROCEDURE:
1.
Fire Department Vehicles:


All personnel who drive approved vehicles provided by the City for Department business, shall wear seat belts while driving or riding in said vehicles.


Vehicles without seat belts, or with broken or inoperative seat belt mechanisms shall be reported (via supervisor) to the Department Equipment Superintendent.  Such vehicles shall be repaired immediately or placed out of service until such time as repairs can be made.


A "seat belt required" sign shall be installed in all approved fire department vehicles, visible from each seating position.
