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PURPOSE:

This policy is created to outline the responsibility, training requirements and details of operating a Catoosa Fire Department apparatus.
GENERAL:

All members of the Catoosa Fire Department shall be proficiently trained to operate the apparatus they are driving.  Members in training to be drivers shall have the following items completed before being certified as a Relief Driver:

1. Must possess a valid Oklahoma Drivers License.

2. Must complete a 12-hour or more Emergency Vehicle Operations Course,

3. Must have an officer of the department validate your ability to drive the apparatus,

4. Must have the ability to operate the apparatus in a high stress environment, and 

5. Must be approved to operate the apparatus by the Fire Chief.

The Catoosa Fire Department members shall accomplish 12 hours of drivers training every 3 years as per the city ordinance.  Members not accomplishing the initial and or recurring training shall not be eligible to operate the apparatus.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
It shall be the responsibility of all members to familiarize themselves with this policy.  It shall further be the responsibility of all officers to know the abilities and limitations of their driver.
